Byvali
tu napriklad zamocnici, podl'a ktorych je pomenovana aj samotna Zamocnicka ulica, sidlila v iom
pekaren, lisoviia, vinna viecha rodiny Zimmermann ¢i niedkajSia najslavnejSia vinarenn Bratislavy
Vel’ki FrantiSkani. Dnes je Roémerov dom vo vlastnictve Evanjelickych zborov Bratislava Legionarska
a Bratislava Dubravka a spravuje ho neziskova organizicia Narodny Trust n.o. zamerand na ochranu
kultarneho a prirodného dedic¢stva. Okrem spravcu v Rémerovom dome sidli aj mesacnik Kapital,

vydavatel'stvo BRAK, obcianske zdruzenie Literarny klub a kaviareit Romerov dom.

Romer's house
Welcome to the Romer's house — a historic 16th-century townhouse where Florian FrantiSek Romer
was born on April 12th 1815. He was an all-round scientist who was engaged in archaeology, art
history, natural history, painting, museology and even built a lightning rod for one of Bratislava's
iconic buildings — St. Martin's Cathedral! Romer's house has served many purposes over the centuries.
For example, it was home to locksmiths, after whom Zamoc¢nicka Street itself is named, a bakery, a
pressing plant, the Zimmermann family's wine cellar, and Bratislava's most famous winery from the
previous century, the Velki FrantiSkani (Big Franciscans). Today Romer's House is owned by the
Evangelical Congregations Bratislava Legionarska and Bratislava Dubravka and managed by the
National Trust, a non-profit organization dedicated to the preservation of cultural and natural heritage.
In addition to the trustee, the Romer's house also houses the monthly magazine Kapital, the publishing

house BRAK, the civic association Literary Club and the café Romer's house.
